introducing oneself and talking about oneself (address, nationality, phone number, email,…); official and unofficial contact; greetings, farewells, and polite expressions; Polish alphabet, questions: Co to jest? / Kto to jest?, nationalities; describing appearance and character, question: Jaki jesteś?; numbers 1–100; colours; days of the week, months and seasons; question Kim jesteś?; nationalities and countries, professions and occupations; age and the question Ile masz lat?; rok/lat/lata;

conjugation of basic verbs mieć, być, nazywać się, mieszkać; personal pronouns; nominative; nouns and articles; definite and indefinite articles; nicht and kein as a form of negation
