Mastering the language at A1+ level according to the Common European Framework of Reference for Languages, achieving a level of understanding and formulating simple statements on topics related to everyday life, the ability to cope with routine communication situations (e.g. shopping), asking questions about private life, such as place of residence, nationality or interests. Knowledge of some basic vocabulary related to agriculture. Developing an adequate for A1+ degree of four language skills (listening, speaking, reading and writing).

	TEACHING METHODS
A communicative method based on various types of media. Working with textbooks, dictionaries, audiovisual resources (songs, short films, recordings), role-playing, phonetic and grammar exercises. Individual work (independent and under the guidance of a teacher) as well as in pairs and groups.
